The award categories are:

Club of the Year

Awarded to clubs demonstrating excellence in management, development, fair play and increasing participation in the last year

Coach of the Year

Awarded to a coach who has demonstrated a commitment to coach education, outstanding coaching ability, committed from grassroots to excellence and promotes fair play and respect

Disabled sportsperson of the Year

Awarded in recognition of a sportsperson, registered as disabled in any age group, who has exhibited the highest level of skill, performance, dedication and commitment to their sport in the last year

Individual sporting achievement

Awarded to an individual who has shown great resolve and dedication in overcoming barriers to taking part in sport such as economic, geography (long travel), disability or cultural factors.

Long Service Award

Awarded to someone who has worked tirelessly for their sport or club over a number of years.

Unsung Hero

Awarded to recognise those working behind the scenes to make it easy for coaches and players to take part in sport. A chance to say thank you to those that often get no credit!

Sportsman of the Year

Sportswomen of the Year

Awarded in recognition of a sportswoman, aged 16+ years, who has exhibited the highest level of skill, performance, dedication and commitment to their sport in the last year

Team of the Year

Awarded to a team that has shown success and/or progression in the last year. They will also have shown a team ethic and understand fair play. NB: Teams are based on two or more people and players must be 16+ years

Young sportsperson of the Year

Awarded in recognition of a sportsperson, aged 15 years and under, who has exhibited the highest level of skill, performance, dedication and commitment to their sport in the last year

Young Team of the Year

Awarded to a team that has shown success and/or progression in the last year. They will also have shown a team ethic and understand fair play. NB: Teams are based on two or more people and players must be 15 years and under
